Mental and Physical Training


For mental training hold a Star Wars Trivia Challenge.  

For physical training set up an obstacle course.  To make it more fun, strap Yoda to your back just like Luke Skywalker.

Stars and Constellations

Give the Padawans a piece of black construction paper and a pin and allow them to draw a picture by making holes in the paper so that when it is held up to a light, the picture shines through.  Have them come up with a name and story for their constellation.

Planets

A Jedi should be prepared for any planet he or she may have to visit.  Give the Padawans Styrofoam balls and have them decorate their own planet.  You can cut a Styrofoam ball in half and glue an old cd in the middle to create a ringed planet.  Many of the planets in the Star Wars universe are based on single ecosystems.  You could have your Padawans choose an ecosystem to research and report on to the group.
